WHO CAN BE A PART OF THE “IRONMEN” MINISTRY?

To be a part of this ministry several requirements must be met. This is not
to exclude any man (every man is welcome), but rather to keep this ministry from
being compromised and, in the end, ineffective. Therefore, these basic
requirements have been set for those men who desire to be a part of this ministry.
Each man must be:

* A member of Lighthouse Baptist Church.

* Eighteen years old*.

Involved in at least 3/4ths (75%) of Ironmen activities.
Willing to give help and to accept help from other men.
Honestly attempting to learn and apply God's Word personally.
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* Those less than eighteen years old will be allowed to participate in
many things, but will not be “Ironmen” until they turn eighteen
years old.

WHAT ARE THE MAIN ACTIVITIES OF THE “IRONMEN” MINISTRY?

The main activities of the “Ironmen” ministry will revolve around the
following:

* A monthly “Ironman” fellowship (an activity which may include sports,
eating, etc., but will always include a challenge from the Word of God
and a time of fervent prayer).

* A monthly “Ironman” project (an activity to help someone in need in
some physical way - i.e. widows. .. orphans. .. poor. .. struggling. . .).

* A monthly “Ironman” partner (a weekly contact with your partner for
accountability, prayer, encouragement, etc.).

* A monthly “Ironman” scorecard (an accountability for Bible reading,
personal prayer, soul-winning, tithing, and church attendance. These
will be checked at the monthly fellowship and rewarded - a traveling
trophy for the best and worst will be exchanged.).
